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1. outgassing (p.338)- The escape of gases that had been dissolved in magma.

2. shields (p.338)- A large, relatively flat expanse of ancient metamorphic rock within the stable continental interior.

3. Stromatolites (p.339) - Structures that are deposited by algae and consist of layered mounds of calcium carbonate.
